Our Capital Campaign and renovation plans are
steadily progressing. To date, we have gifts and
pledges for $3.13 million out of a total anticipated cost
of $3.5 million. We have 114 commitments for
donations or pledges representing 45% of our
members.

We have received our first round of approvals from
the Village and are currently proceeding with
detailed working architectural drawings and health
department approval from the county. If approvals
continue to progress without issue and we reach our
fund raising goal, we should begin construction in
October 2019.

Most of the donors we counted on for the lion’s share
of the funds have already committed. In order to raise
the balance of the funds to start construction we need
100% participation from our members.

The renovation will allow our Hebrew School to
continue to grow and serve Sag Harbor and the
surrounding communities. At the same time we will

100% handicapped accessible.

Community Building Initiative

In this era, when hate and bigotry are on the rise, it is
important for communities to join together to help those
among us who are most vulnerable. Just as the larger
community stood with the local Jewish community after
the horrific massacre at the Tree of Life Synagogue,
we must stand with our neighbors when they are in
need. The best way to ensure the safety of any one
group is to work together to ensure the safety of all
groups.

Following in our tradition of Tikkun Olam, the Social
Action Committee has established a Community
Building Initiative, where we will seek out other
communities within our larger community to see what
we can do to assist them in challenging times.

We have reached out to Minerva Perez, the Executive
Director of OLA, to ask what we can do to help our
Hispanic neighbors. She has identified three areas of
need where Temple Adas Israel volunteers can make a
difference:

1. FAIR SCHOOL REGISTRATION PROCESS -
Temple Adas Israel volunteers are needed to visit as
many school districts as we can in the East End to
gather English and Spanish student registration
packets. This will help advocates to see whether the
packets ask inappropriate questions that chill the
registration process or are discriminatory in any way.
Minerva will provide us with a list of the schools, and
we will collect the packets gathered to deliver to
Minerva.

2. VOLUNTEER DRIVERS - We need Temple
volunteers willing to drive neighbors in need of
transportation to doctor’s appointments, cancer
treatments and other urgent appointments. Volunteers
may set the parameters for the radius in which they will
drive, and it is understood that volunteers may decline
when called if that day/time is not convenient for them.
Drivers need not speak Spanish.

3. MENTORING — Temple volunteers are needed to
mentor high school students by helping them to fill out
college applications, seek out and apply for
scholarships, provide career/job advice, draft resumes
and, where appropriate, help the students obtain
internships. For many of these students, they will be
the first in their families to attend college, and their
families are not equipped to assist them in English.

Please let us know if you are interested in volunteering
for any of these projects. Any amount of time you can
offer would be greatly appreciated. No amount of time
is too small!

A CAMPAIGN UPDATE

Sometimes, giving is contagious—particularly when it
is a cause that is close to your heart. One of our
congregants, an extremely generous donor, has been
challenging us with a 2:1 match as we build a new
space for our community and has taken the same type
of initiative to Poland.

After reading some of the great work that this
congregant has done in rebuilding the Jewish
community in Europe, The Matloff Family has built a
team to represent Temple Adas lIsrael in riding 60
miles from Auschwitz to JCC Krakow as part of Ride
for the Living 2019. It is one congregant’s ongoing
love for the Jewish people that has sparked another to
take action. The common link started with Temple
Adas Israel, and comes full circle as we work towards
reaching our fundraising goal to start construction on
the building. The enthusiasm has been contagious as
we have raised $3.13 million to date from 114 donors!

As an update, we are cautiously optimistic that we will
be able to break ground shortly after the High Holidays
this fall. Our architect is finalizing revised plans and
we should be presenting them to various boards of the
Village of Sag Harbor for approval this spring and
summer. Meanwhile, we are beginning to solicit bids
for the construction project. This project will create a
wonderful educational space for our children, a
renewed and more efficient community hall, and
upgraded bathrooms and offices. Further, our Temple
will now be handicapped accessible!
